Mental Block

If you frequently encounter close calls, then you must begin to identify the
weaknesses in your mental skill development. These weaknesses may include
impairment, a lack of awareness or unrealistic self -confidence.

One of the most significant factors that will affect your ability to accurately judge

and evaluate your surroundings is mental impairment. This can be from alcohol or
drugs, but it also includes emotional upsets and stress or distraction caused by

thoughts or mood. Any one of these conditions can alter your judgment about your
ability to manage the hazards you may encounter and control your

motorcycle.

Along with keeping your head clear it is also very important to have a high level of

awareness. Situational awareness is the condition that describes a person's ability

to evaluate his or her surroundings so he or she may form a the appropriate

conclusion about what is occurring in the riding environment. The best

motorcyclists are able to adapt to changing situations, but this cannot happen if

focus and attention is lacking. One indication that your awareness may not be as

sharp as it should be is if you often find yourself being surprised by hazards. Small
clues telling you about possible hazards exist, and it's up to you to identify them.
