In The Way

Traffic congestion and collision avoidance can challenge your riding skills, but slow
moving vehicles can challenge our patienceSlow moving vehicles that seem to impede
our progress or stifle the enjoyment of a great twisty road can cause frustration.

Instead of reacting to slower driversby making risky maneuvers, learn to neutralize the
situation. Be aware of any negative feelings you may have toward the slow moving driver
you are following. You may experience frustration, impatience or even angerTo prevent
these feelings from ruining your ride, it's important to change your outlook.

Instead of steaming inside your helmet, wishing the car or truck would vanish, or making
a risky pass, try putting more distance between you and the slower vehicleook in your
rear view mirror anyway. The car behind you is probably climbingup your rear. More
distance will prevent you from having to stop short and risk being struck from the

rear. Another choice is to pull over and sit it out a little while. Then you canstart out
fresh and drive at your own pace.

Riding your motorcycle is supposed to be enjoyablelLet's try to keep it that way.
